AV IMPERIAL GRAND CHAMPION FEMALE ADULT
1 OGRCC ENSOR’S IGR CH KITTAH THALIA  13c2  F  4.7.05

Six and a half year old lady with perfect manners to match her looks, the only one present but more than worthy of this prestigious award. Head has broad top with rounded skull and full rounded cheeks. Profile has gently rounded brow, slight dip at eye line and medium length, very slightly rounded nose. Level bite but slightly shallow chin.  Medium sized ears spaced well apart.  Full shape to eyes, lovely deep blue in colour with a nice expression.  Long and massive body, weighty and muscular with thick set, medium length legs and short, strong paws.  Medium length bushy tail.  Excellent preparation to good length, silky coat with a full ruff around the neck.  Blue Point Birman with points of mask, ears, legs and tail of blue-grey well defined with fairly cool toned bluish-white body colour showing minimal shading.  White, virtually symmetrical gloves to front paws ending in a line across the paws. White socks to back paws covering paws and gauntlets tapering up the back of legs. A pleasure to judge. 

AOC MAINE COON ADULT

1 CC & BOB WHITMARSH’S NITERAP PATTI LABELLE  64 41e  F  30.6.10

Striking looking eighteen month old lady. Head is medium in length with good breadth developing to the top, fairly full cheeks and high cheek bones. Strong profile line with fairly shallow concave curve at the nasal bridge which is equidistant from the ear line and the tip of the nose and with nose of uniform width.  Large ears with short feathering, wide at base and set high, taper to appear pointed at tall tufted tips. Full and round shape to eyes, spaced wide apart and with slightly oblique aperture and set, pale green in colour. Good square muzzle, I would prefer it a little broader for perfection, level bite and good depth, level chin. Well grown body of good weight and muscle tone with a square rump and good breadth chest giving a rectangular appearance. Proportionate length, well boned legs and large round paws with tufts emanating from under paws. Good length tail is wide at base and tapers towards the tip and with full, flowing fur. Good texture to full coat with length developing down the sides. Good shaggy belly fur and breeches, full frontal ruff. Tortie Tabby Maine Coon of pale golden ground colour , some a trifle cool toned, with a slightly vague black classic pattern overlaid with shades of red. Sweet natured.

BROWN/BLUE TABBY MAINE COON NEUTER
BOB BUNCE’S UK IGRCH & GR PR COONTASTIC LAMMTARRA  64 31t  FN  27.10.05

Six plus year old lady with that ‘snooty’ expression that says she knows she is lovely. Medium length head of very good breadth being slightly less than the length. Fairly full cheeks and high cheek bones. Profile line shows shallow concave curve at the nasal bridge being equidistant from the ear line and the tip of the nose, nose of uniform width.  Excellent tall, large ears, long feathering, wide at base, set high but well apart and tapering to appear pointed at tips with tall tufts. Full and round shape to eyes, spaced wide apart and with slightly oblique aperture and set, yellow in colour.  Good square muzzle with fair depth, level chin and level bite.  Super size and weight to solid and muscular body with good breadth to chest and square rump giving a rectangular appearance. Proportionate length, strong legs and round paws with tufts emanating from under paws.  Moderately long neck. Lovely tail, long, wide at base and tapering towards the tip and with long, profuse, flowing fur.  Good undercoat with slightly more substantial glossy top coat of good texture, I would prefer a little more length down the sides for perfection. Good breeches and shaggy belly fur and lovely full, frontal ruff.  Brown Tabby and White of bright, golden brown ground colour with black, slightly vague classic tabby markings and white to nose with a spot of colour, muzzle, lips, chin, chest, broken collar, broad line down centre of tummy, front legs and paws and back boots broken by colour. Lovely temperament. 


AC NON- PEDIGREE MASTER CAT
1 GMC CHITTY’S MC DONALD  SH BLACK & WHITE  MN  15 Years
Rather splendid fifteen old fellow who did not look his age. Black and White Shorthair of mostly black with a lovely sheen and brilliant white to side of nose, all four paws, bib and patches on tummy. Long white whiskers. Large, weighty, solid body with a long tail. Gentle expression to large, pale green eyes. Lovely laid back temperament.
